FAQs

Do I need a geography degree?

We are seeking applications from those
with an undergraduate degree in geography
or a related discipline (e.g. geology, earth
sciences, or environment sciences where
geography forms 60% or more). If you
cannot meet this requirement you may still
be able to apply fora geography bursary
through Get into Teaching.

| have a PhD, would | be suitable?
Yes. Applications are not restricted to those
with an undergraduate degree.

| am doing a Subject Knowledge
Enhancement course in geography,
can | apply?

Yes, if you meet the other eligibility criteria.

I’'m not a recent graduate,

can | still apply?

Yes. As long as you meet our criteria it
doesn’t matter whetheryou are a current
orrecent graduate or a ‘career changer. If
the latter, your experiences could provide
additional support to your application.

Should my teacher training place
be confirmed before applying for

a scholarship?

You do not need to apply fora teacher
training course before a scholarship
application is submitted, but you must
have secured an eligible place by
September 2017. You can apply forteacher
training via UCAS TeacherTraining. For

Will the RGS-IBG arrange my teacher
training course?

No. Scholarships are awarded separately
to yourteachertraining place, which you
must apply forindependently.

No. If you are selected to receive a
scholarship it will be instead of a training
bursary.
