“The aim of the Mathematics Faculty is to encourage and develop mathematical independence, providing all students with the functional skills essential for everyday life. We believe in promoting an understanding of mathematical concepts, employing a problem solving approach to develop transferable skills and fostering an appreciation of mathematics as a creative and beautiful subject.”

The Mathematics Faculty currently comprises of seven experienced mathematicians.  The newest member of staff joined the team in September 2015 and is part of the Senior Leadership Team (SLT). 
The Mathematicss Faculty is in a purpose built new accommodation due to the successful completion of the Building Schools for the Future program in September 2013.
At Key Stage Three pupils are set into similar ability groups for mathematics, science and ICT. In Key Stage Three there are two parallel express groups, two parallel upper groups and two foundation groups.  At the start of Year 7 pupils are set on the basis of Primary School teacher assessments and KS2 results.  Previous years’ KS3 results are shown below:
