The successful candidate will teach across all Key Stages, so experience of successful teaching at GCSE and Advanced Level is required.
From September 2017 our A Level students will all be following the AQA Geography 2 year linear specification. The department will be building on the work done with year 12 this year as well as planning work for the second year of study, and the successful candidate would be expected to contribute to this work. 

At GCSE level the department will be moving onto the second year of teaching the new Educas Geography GCSE specification A, in preparation for the first examination in 2018. The successful candidate would be expected to contribute to the planning of new schemes of work and the development of teaching and learning resources. 

The department organises field visits for all GCSE and A level classes to meet examination board requirements and enhance students’ learning. The fieldwork requirement in both new specifications has increased and so we are looking for a person who would be willing to get involved in organising fieldwork, including residential trips, and contributing new ideas.

At Key Stage 3 there is a strong emphasis on enquiry-led learning, again supported by learning outside of the classroom. Our current focus is on improving strategies for encouraging independent learning and growth mindsets and we are looking to continue to develop our RealSmart resources to support this.

The person appointed will be an enthusiastic geographer who relates well to young people and can communicate their secure subject knowledge to pupils of all abilities, inspiring in them a real desire to find out more about the world they live in.   They will have high expectations for each individual pupil and excellent classroom management.
