The Mathematics Department provides excellent teaching and learning for all pupils in our care.  As a team we are dedicated to providing students with a broad, balanced and developmental mathematics curriculum. This enables students at Matravers School to take the most appropriate pathway to them once they leave full time education.

We are a lively and highly motivated team of specialist teachers, ranging in experience. Where possible decisions are reached through collegiate team based discussion and management. All staff are actively encouraged to contribute towards building the department to drive forward improvements in our practice and as part of their own CPD.

All team members have their own teaching base which is well equipped.  All rooms have interactive whiteboards. Teachers have access to computer rooms and classroom laptops.  We subscribe to Mymaths.co.uk and SAM Learning to facilitate independent study and enhance classroom learning.

The Curriculum

KS3

Our students are organised into teaching sets based on ability.  We follow a scheme of work based on the MyMaths textbooks linked to the new Programme of study.  This is designed to prepare students for the new rigors of GCSE.

KS4

At KS4 all students are entered for AQA Linear GCSE.  For those that excel at mathematics they have the opportunity to study the AQA Level 2 Further Maths qualification in conjunction with their GCSE studies.

KS5

At KS5 we offer both EdExcel A Level in Mathematics and Further Mathematics, in which students study a mixture of core mathematic and applied content.

Extra Curricular Activities

We aim to enrich the curriculum with a variety of extra activities throughout the academic year.  We also take part in the UKMT maths challenge across all levels.
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
