OVERALL PURPOSE OF JOB

To demonstrably improve educational outcomes for children and young people in Newham who are subject to a Child in Need or Child Protection Plan and work across all settings, disciplines and agencies to achieve this outcome.

To participate in the development and delivery of specific work streams and training programmes, including training for parents and carers.

To monitor and improve the quality of Educational Planning and actively work to ensure they promote and meet the needs of all Children in Need.

To manage complex cases providing professional advice to teachers, schools, parents and social workers as required.

To act as a champion for Children in Need across all forums.

JOB CONTEXT

The aim of the Newham Virtual School is to improve the education outcomes of children in the care of Newham and those who are subject to Child in Need or Child Protection plans. This is delivered through close joint working with a wide range of partners from social care, education and health. The core activities to achieve these outcomes include advisory, monitoring, training and commissioning roles as well as direct involvement in complex cases. The post holder will work to support Children in Need as part of a Department for Education funded innovation programme aimed at tackling the effects of domestic abuse on children.
Newham Virtual School is a well-established and respected multi-disciplinary team seeking to extend its established work with Children in Care to those in Need.
The post holder reports to the Lead Children in Need advisory teacher.

You may have line management responsibility for one higher level teaching assistant.

KEY TASKS AND ACCOUNTABILITIES

Key tasks and accountabilities are intended to be a guide to the range and level of work expected of the post holder.  This is not an exhaustive list of all tasks that may fall to the post holder and employees will be expected to carry out such other reasonable duties which may be required from time to time.

· Provide consultation and advice to teachers, support staff, social workers, parents, carers and other professionals on strategies, programmes and interventions to promote social inclusion and better outcomes for Children in Need.

· Advise social workers on the completion of Education Plans and actively drive up standards.

· Contribute to the collection and collation of educational information and its analysis and be pro-active in service developments.

· Monitor the individual progress and attainment of children in need and report and intervene as required.

· On behalf of the service, to work collaboratively with colleagues from a variety of disciplines and other teams/agencies on projects, working groups and panels as required, to deliver improved life chances for Children in Need in Newham.

· Be proactive in preventing exclusions, raising attendance and attainment and removing barriers to the achievement of children in need.

· Respond to the educational needs of children in need promptly and provide timely interventions for individual cases as required for children, particularly those with SEND and/or complex needs.

· Liaise directly with nominated teachers in schools and Children’s Social Care to identify children who are in need or have a child protection plan and are affected by domestic abuse, to raise their achievement.

· Use own initiative to progress issues/cases and take on personal responsibility for keeping abreast of new legislation, guidance and developments in education and other fields as they relate to Children in Need.

· Chair and/or contribute to professional meetings and reviews for Children in Need on behalf of the service.

· Organise and contribute to the delivery of training for social workers, parents, nominated teachers, school governors and other practitioners involved in working with the relevant cohort of children.
· Take on delegated responsibility for the development, commissioning and monitoring of individual support packages and take the lead on specific projects. This may include the professional supervision and support of other staff e.g. tutors and teaching assistants.

· Maintain accurate and up-to-date electronic case and other files to a high standard and produce good quality reports and correspondence.

· Represent the Virtual School and the London Borough of Newham in a variety of different settings to a range of other authorities and agencies, maintaining a professional manner at all times.

· Adhere to all Council policies and procedures.

· Work flexible hours as required by the service.

· Undertake any other duties as appropriate or in the absence of colleagues as required by the manager.
