Further Information about Bridge Short Stay School

Bridge Short Stay School is located in the heart of the City of Lichfield and caters for students from Key Stage 1 to Key Stage 4.  Bridge relocated to new premises in 2010 and has been refurbished to a high standard to provide specialist rooms for the delivery of Art, DT/Science and Food Technology.  Interactive whiteboards are available in all teaching areas and the school is well resourced.

It is set in spacious grounds that have enabled us to develop some market gardening, and the keeping of small animals, ie chickens, goats, pigs, rabbits, and our latest edition ewes, providing the ability to deliver BTEC in Animal Care.
Some of the students have been permanently excluded from school, some demonstrate challenging behaviour within their mainstream settings and they spend short periods of time at Bridge before returning to school and other students suffer from emotional anxiety which prevents them attending school on occasion.  The aim of the school is to enable all students to achieve their full potential both academically and socially.  Many opportunities are provided to develop a sense of community and to enable students to participate in a wide variety of activities.
From December 2016, a project was developed to support the needs of primary students and from September 2017 these students have been taken on roll.  The aim is a rapid turnaround where possible to enable them to continue their education in a mainstream setting or to apply for an EHCP to access specialist provision.  
Bridge Short Stay School is an exciting place to work and relies on the commitment of all staff to support students who are, for whatever reason, facing difficulties within mainstream education. CPD is provided to support both Performance Management objectives as well as the School Action Plan.  Emphasis is placed on the Arts and Outdoor Education.  We aim to make a difference and follow all aspects of the guidance in Every Child Matters and Back on Track
