 Curriculum Arrangements
 

Key Stage Three and Four:


Pupils in each year are separated in to two pools (L or G). Within each of these pools students are set by mathematical ability into 4 or 5 groups, depending on pupil numbers.  All students follow the new 9-1 Edexcel GCSE course from the start of Year 9. 
Sixth form:


Pupils with a minimum grade 6 can study A Level Mathematics consisting of 6 hours of Pure and 3 hours of Applied each year.  Further Mathematics is also taught for students with a minimum grade 7 numbers permitting.
GCSE re-sit is also offered in the Sixth Form.
Maths Tuition
Tuition is provided to targeted students in Y11 consisting of withdrawal from options subjects for 30 mins per week.  A Numeracy Intensive Programme supports students in Y9 & Y10.
Extra-Curricular Activities:

The department holds a club after school on Wednesdays and Thursdays which gives students the opportunity to receive some extra tuition on a voluntary basis.  This is very well attended and is staff by all members of the department who are available.
Aims and Objectives of the department:

Our aims for the pupils are:

· That they have developed their potential to the full and have confidence in their own mathematical ability and problem solving skills.

· That they recognise the challenge, interest and usefulness of mathematics and grow to love it.

· That they are thoroughly prepared for external examinations and gain qualifications appropriate to their ability.

· That they have formed good relationships with staff and students both in their mathematics lessons and generally around the school.

In order to achieve these aims, staff in the department will:

· Offer a variety of teaching styles and learning opportunities to appeal to the needs of as many students as possible.

· Offer differentiated tasks which will allow students to progress at a pace which will challenge them whilst allowing them to experience the satisfaction of success.

· Where possible show how the mathematics being learned can be used in real contexts and within other subjects.

· Have expert knowledge of external syllabi and ensure that students are entered for appropriate examinations at the end of each Key Stage.

· Encourage relationships within the classroom based on mutual respect and common sense and deal appropriately with students who attempt to disrupt the learning in lessons.
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
