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THE SCIENCE FACULTY



The Science Faculty has 8 full time equivalent teaching staff with a range of experiences. Our staff are enthusiastic and work extremely hard to ensure that all students achieve their full potential.  The department has enjoyed successful exam results, but continuously strives to improve. 

Staff are expected to teach all aspects of Science up to Key Stage 3 and their subject specialism from Year 10 onwards where possible.  In practice, a number of staff also enjoy teaching a second subject to GCSE level.  Classes are currently grouped by ability from Year 9.  At KS3 the ‘Exploring Science’ course is followed.  Currently at GCSE all students follow the AQA Science GCSE course.  A number of students do Triple Science and currently we have a set in both Year 10 and Year 11 following the course.  All three Sciences are very popular A-level choices in the Sixth Form, where these subjects are seen as essential for their future careers. 

The Head of Science oversees the department supported and assisted by three Subject Leaders in charge of the teaching of Chemistry, Biology and Physics from KS4 to KS5 and a KS3 Co-ordinator.

Founded in 1931 as a grammar school, The Hemel Hempstead School is an 11-18 mixed comprehensive community school.  Students are drawn from many parts of the town although predominantly the area immediately surrounding the School. The intake is comprehensive in breadth and parents are extremely supportive and keen to see their children do well.  The School is well known for high standards and consistently good examination results.  An OfSTED inspection in May 2016 judged that the school continues to be good, stating:  ‘The school’s values of ‘Responsibility, Respect and Relationships’ are at the heart of the atmosphere at The Hemel Hempstead School.  You and your team prepare pupils to be courteous, considerate and capable young people, ready for the adult world’.   Popular, over-subscribed and sited in pleasant grounds, we have 180 students in each of Years 7 – 11 and a thriving Sixth Form of 200 taking a range of A Level and BTEC qualifications.

The School always seeks to appoint well-qualified and enthusiastic teachers who are not only experts in their own field, but can also contribute to extra-curricular life in some way.  There are many opportunities for professional development and the school prides itself in helping staff to further their careers in teaching.  If you want to do something and it is felt to be a good idea and will benefit our students then the answer will always be ‘yes’!  We have an excellent induction programme for both NQTs and fully qualified staff.

The School is located in Boxmoor, close to the Hemel Hempstead – Euston main railway line, as well as the M1 and M25.  It is a very pleasant part of the country and an excellent place in which to live and work.
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
