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Muck is the smallest of the Small Isles, a group of islands situated to the south of Skye on the west coast of Scotland in one of the most remote and beautiful parts of the UK.  It has a small but thriving population of around 40. 

Electricity is supplied by the island’s recently-installed renewable energy scheme, based on wind and solar power. Internet access is through a fast and reliable broadband service, provided by a community interest company based in the Small Isles. The GP practice is based on the Isle of Skye, and a GP visits the island fortnightly for routine consultations. A Community Nurse is also based on the island, as well as a First Responder team in case of emergencies.
The island is ideal for nature lovers with many species of birds, including corncrakes and puffins and other resident animals such as otters and seals.  Muck enjoys stunning views of the mainland and the other Small Isles as well as Skye and the Outer Hebrides. 

The community is renowned for its hospitality, and puts on many events during the year in the Community Hall. Recently, residents and visitors have enjoyed performances from a travelling theatre group, traditional and modern musicians, art exhibitions and sporting activities and, of course, several ceilidhs.  Visiting specialists occasionally provide workshops for the benefit of the children.  The primary school is an important focus for the people of Muck and is central to community life on the island. 

Muck Primary School is situated near the ferry terminal on the Isle of Muck in a building that replaced the old school in 1993. The school has a light, airy classroom, with the nursery sharing the space. There is an art room/library, kitchen, school office and a very popular outdoor classroom. The anticipated roll for August 2018 is 9, with 6 pupils in the Primary 1-7 class (current range from P2 – P5), and 3 nursery pupils.
