JIS founded in 1997 is in the small, beautiful country of Brunei Darussalam, on the island of Borneo. It is a large, thriving 
Day and Boarding School with over 1600 students, from 2 to 18, offering a broad, liberal education in the best traditions of 
British Independent schools. Students come from 51 different countries adding to the vibrant cultural mix of the school. 
Students are prepared for I/GCSEs, A Levels and IBDP.
