The Drama Department
We require an enthusiastic and energetic Teacher of Drama to join this thriving and academically successful department. The successful applicant would be expected to become fully involved and be committed to our curricular and extra-curricular programme of productions and festivals.

The school has an established history of both mainstream and experimental productions. Recent A level productions have been:
The Trial, The Resistible Rise of Arturo Ui, Tinderbox, The Drowned World, Sunday Morning at the Centre of the World and currently rehearsing for The Monster in the Hall
Recent whole school shows have been:

Oliver, 70 Girls 70, Alice in Wonderland/Through the Looking Glass, Rockbeth, Guys and Dolls, the 39 Steps and currently rehearsing for School of Rock
The Drama team is part of the Performing Arts department and so is very closely linked with our Music department. The two departments work closely on the main school productions.

Philosophy
The department philosophy is based on the belief that Drama is not only a subject beneficial to students’ social development but is an aesthetic art form. Students should not fear using texts but be open to explore new ways of presenting them and devising their own work from stimulus. Students now explore theatre as a performer, director and designer, developing an appreciation of how theatre makers join together to communicate meaning to an audience. While the explorations of theatre are heavily practical it is important that students develop their analytical and evaluative skills when deconstructing the drama process and its influence on modern audiences. 
Key Stage 3

All students have two hours of Drama across our two-week timetable. Students are taught in mixed ability tutor groups to the end of Year 9.

Key Stage 4

The department runs a very successful Drama GCSE course (Edexcel). There are 3 groups at KS4. Students receive five hours of Drama per two week cycle. There is a history of strong outcomes for students when taking Drama at Therfield.
Key Stage 5

We currently run a popular course in Drama and Theatre Studies (Edexcel). Our results are consistently above national averages at both AS and A2.

Facilities
Teaching takes place in our fully equipped Drama Studio and rehearsal classrooms. The School Hall also has a stage and a new lighting rig which can be used for productions.
