The Teacher of Science reports to the Head of Biology, Physics or
Chemistry depending on their specialism, as part of a current team of
13 full-time teaching staff, and is expected to teach a full timetable of
up to 48 periods (55 minutes / 10 day cycle). The Science
department, led by the Director of Science, Ms Laura Garcia, teaches
throughout the Senior School (Years 7 - 13), and all Science teachers
are expected to be able to deliver all three sciences to KS3 level and
then deliver their specialist subjects at IGCSE and A-level. The
department teaches both Separate Sciences and Coordinated
Sciences courses at IGCSE. Experience of teaching one science
subject at IGCSE is essential and Advanced Level or equivalent is
desirable, the ability to offer other sciences at any examination level
is an advantage but not necessary.
