JOB DESCRIPTION - DAILY TASKS

· Empty contents of waste bins/baskets into refuse sack and renew insert. 

· Remove all large litter from floor areas and place in relevant sack and educational materials found on the floor or on pupil’s desks placed on teacher’s desk.

All recovered non-recyclable waste should be taken in black bags to the site disposal point. 


All recovered recyclable waste should be taken in clear bags to the site disposal point.

· Damp wipe both the pupils and teachers desk tops to remove all visible soil / marks.

· Remove fixed soil, (chewing gum, plasticine, etc.) from hard floors and carpet areas, walls, furniture, fixtures and fittings.

· Dust control mop sweep hard floor areas.

· Remove graffiti from all surfaces.

· Damp mop hard floors if required.

· Vacuum clean all barrier matting including those fitted to mat wells to remove all loose soil and grit.

· Vacuum clean all carpeted areas.

· Clean classroom sinks and draining boards

Toilets Daily Tasks/ Procedures

· Ensure adequate ventilation by switching on extractor fans / opening windows.

· Remove all large litter from floors areas.

· Flush WC's and spray internal / external surfaces with a solution of a bacterial detergent leave for the recommended period of time. 

· Spray all wash basins and splash backs, tiled surrounds, soap trays / holders liquid soap dispensers, plugs, chains taps sanitary disposal units, hand dryers etc. and any outer fittings using a bacterial detergent all surfaces and leave for the recommended period of time.

· Spray top and bottom of toilet seat, with a solution of a bacterial detergent leave for the recommended period of time. 

· Spray wipe all external surfaces of the pan including cisterns, toilet chains, door handles, and toilet seats.

· Wipe down toilet chains door handle and tops then bottom of toilet seat and cisterns.

· Remove all soil from the inside of the pan by use of a brush holding the brush in the running water. 

· Damp wipe wash basins and splash backs, tiled surrounds, soap trays / holders liquid soap dispensers, plugs, chains taps sanitary disposal units, hand dryers etc. and any outer fittings

· Clean mirrors.

· Wash hard floors.

· Close / secure windows and switch off lights at the end of each daily cleaning session.
· Expel the water in the WC pan with a plunger/brush to below the water line, and apply descaler leave for the recommend time and remove all lime scale by use of a brush, flush toilet.

· Repeat descaler on urinals.

During School Holidays

· Spray clean/buff hard floors using a super high speed rotary floor machine.

· Spot clean doors, furniture, radiators, door frames, glass, walls, fixtures and fittings.

· Dry dust fixtures and fittings.

· Polish clean teachers desk using silicone based product.

· Damp wipe all accessible surfaces of furniture including shelves, chairs, cabinets etc.

· Damp wipe fixtures and fittings, including ledges sills service pipes etc.

· Vacuum clean upholstered furniture to remove all dust and dirt

· Spot shampoo carpet areas.
