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Computing and ICT Department

The Computing and ICT department currently has two experienced specialist teachers.
We have six ICT rooms, all with computers that have been recently purchased.  Each room has a projector and whiteboard and a range of cameras, printers and other peripherals for students to use.
At Key Stage 3, Computing is taught as an individual subject as well as ICT being embedded in other areas of the curriculum.  The scheme of work broadly follows the CAS computing pathways with a range of computing topics being taught at key stage 3.  All students have a one hour lesson of computing each week.
At Key Stage 4 students may opt for GCSE Computing or Cambridge Nationals in IT and will receive five hours of teaching over two weeks. 
We are a committed team, offering regular lunch time and after school workshops to support the students.  Lunchtime workshops are also provided by the ICT technicians at both sites.
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
