APPOINTMENT OF TEMPORARY TEACHER OF SPANISH
TO COVER MATERNITY LEAVE

Applications are invited for the post of temporary Spanish Teacher (Maternity Cover) to commence in January 2018. This could be a permanent appointment (see below). 
Modern Foreign Languages
The Department of Modern Foreign Languages currently consists of 7 full-time and 2 part-time teachers, all of whose passion for their subject and dynamism make the department very successful and popular. All pupils study either French or German as their core language to GCSE level and many opt for Spanish from Third Year (Year 9). A large number of our most able linguists study two or even three languages to GCSE. Typically, in the Sixth Form, there will be one German, one Spanish and one or two French sets through to A2 level. At GCSE, all languages are assessed using the Edexcel International GCSE specification and at A-level, Edexcel. Examination results across the board are well above the national average and show excellent ‘value added’. Every year, pupils go on from Yarm School to continue their studies of languages at university and the department has enjoyed regular success at Oxbridge entry.

Every member of the department is fully committed to the wide range of extra-curricular activities considered to be an integral and essential part of language learning. Every year we run language and culture trips for pupils from Third to Upper Sixth Years to France, Germany and Spain. Every two years, fifty or so pupils in First and Second Years go on a four day Christmas markets visit to Aachen and Cologne in Germany. Other extra-curricular activities offered over the last few years have included Russian and Italian, theatre visits, study days, a languages day, and an evening of European culture.
  
As part of the School’s redevelopment, the Modern Languages Department relocated into five brand new, light and spacious teaching rooms, each with state of the art audio-visual facilities. Each has a stunning view, through picture windows of the River Tees and beautiful countryside.  All of the latter, along with enthusiastic, dynamic and excellent teaching make the experience of learning Modern Foreign Languages at Yarm School something we want every pupil to look forward to on a daily basis. 

 

Spanish at Yarm School
Spanish has been taught at Yarm School since 2006, and has become very popular. Since being introduced, it has progressed to being taught at GCSE, and in 2011 our first cohort completed their A2. Spanish is offered as an option in the Third Year (Year 9) and is available to pupils regardless of their performance in the core language block. Pupils then choose whether to take the language on to GCSE, with, typically, a single set progressing through the Fourth and Fifth Year. We use the Listos 1 textbook in the Third Year and the Mira for GCSE textbook in the Fourth and Fifth Year. Spanish is assessed at GCSE level through the Edexcel International GCSE and through Edexcel at A level. In the 2017-2018 academic year, 40 pupils have chosen to study Spanish at Third Year level, filling two teaching sets. There are 21 pupils in Fourth Year who have opted to study Spanish for GCSE as well as a class of 13 in the Fifth Year. Numbers taking the language at A-level have also been encouraging, with between 4 and 8 each year. The department uses the Edexcel A level Spanish textbook. Besides the Head of Spanish, the language is taught by two other members of the MFL department. Beyond the classroom, Spanish learning is supported through cultural visits (for example, to Tyneside Cinema study days and Linguacast Days at Newcastle University), and an annual Language and Culture Trip to Spain. So far, this has enabled pupils to experience the cities of Barcelona, Madrid and Valencia. The department employs a Language Assistant who works closely with classes in Fifth Year and Sixth Form.
The Candidate
We seek to appoint a well-qualified and enthusiastic Spanish teacher who can teach to Advanced level. He/she will be joining an excellent and highly successful department. 
The Post
This is a full-time temporary maternity cover, teaching Spanish. It includes a small amount of lower school French which we would prefer the cover teacher to take, but this is not essential. The vacancy is planned to arise in January 2018 and is likely to run until December 2018. As one of our MFL departmental staff will be retiring at that time this could be a permanent appointment provided French is offered as a second subject. 
Criminal Records Check

Yarm School is required to seek an enhanced Disclosure from the Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) with a barred list check in respect of successful applicants for all posts at the School where staff may come into contact with children.  A criminal record will not necessarily be a bar to working in the School.  Applicants who are invited to interview should provide details of any criminal record under separate, confidential cover to the Headmaster before attending the interview.  A copy of the School’s policy on the recruitment of ex-offenders and the DBS Code of Practice may be obtained from the Headmaster. Before an appointment is made routine checks will be undertaken to confirm identity and qualifications etc.

Appointment Procedure

Applications will only be accepted on the application form provided by the School. This should be completed electronically. All questions must be answered. The candidate may also submit a Curriculum Vitae if he/she wishes but this is not a requirement. Applications should be submitted with a covering letter (again, by e-mail) explaining why the candidate and post are mutually suited.
