THE CREATIVE ARTS FACULTY ATFRIERN BARNET SCHOOL

Organisation

The Creative Arts Faculty comprises of Art, Dance, Drama and Music. We are a leading Faculty at Friern Barnet School and were recently re-accredited with Artsmark Gold status. Within the Faculty are eight members of teaching staff, an art technician and an arts administrator; we are a strong and settled team. 

10% of the school’s intake is for students with an outstanding aptitude in Performing Arts. These students are then admitted to the Enhanced Arts Programme, which enables them to take part in a specialist timetable of extra-curricular opportunities and receive free weekly instrumental tuition during Year 7.

Accommodation

The Faculty is situated in a selection of rooms including the main hall, the green gym, a Drama studio, Art and Music rooms (including practice rooms and a music technology room equipped with iMacs). The Art, Drama and Music classrooms have interactive whiteboards, and the Drama studio has lighting and sound equipment.

The Curriculum

Each subject within the faculty is taught for one hour per week at Key Stage 3. We offer GCSEs in Art, Dance, Drama and Music at key stage four; we are a school that supports students who wish to take more than one ‘arts’ option. 

Extra-curricular

The Arts faculty are very proud of the range of clubs available for pupils in the school. Alongside the EAPs provision, we offer a wide variety of clubs including Boys Dance, Dance Company, FBS Voices, Ensembles and Music Technology, to name a few. We also work closely with outside agencies to provide specialist teachers for clubs, in order to provide pupils with the best experiences and maximise their learning potential. 

 At Friern Barnet School we understand the benefit of providing pupils arts opportunities outside of the school environment. In the past year pupils have performed as part of the Shakespeare Schools Festival, the Barnet Schools’ Dance Festival, worked with Young Voices and performed with the Royal Ballet School, as well as attending performances in the West End.

Trips and Visits

At present we offer a vast range of trips and experiences beyond the classroom. We have been further strengthening our extra-curricular opportunities with increasing numbers of students attending after school clubs.  We have established links with a range of community partners, including local and national theatre companies and local primary schools.

Current Developments

Successful candidates will be joining the Creative Arts Faculty at a key point in its development.  Already a ‘Good’ faculty with many outstanding attributes, we are now looking to move our faculty towards ‘Outstanding’ in all areas.
