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DETAILS FOR APPLICANTS

SCIENCE LEARNING AREA 
Who are we?
The Science Learning Area (also comprising Psychology, Health and Social Care and Child Development) has 15 teaching staff and two technicians. The current Learning Area is well established and performs as a strong and supportive team.
The Science Learning Area has been highly successful over a number of years at KS3, 4 and 5. Results at KS4 results have been very good in recent years, with our BTEC and Triple Science courses performing particularly well. We have a large number of students carrying their science studies on into the sixth form.

What are the accommodation and facilities?
The Learning Area is housed in the dedicated science laboratories on both sides of the campus. All classrooms are equipped with fume cupboards, ceiling mounted projectors and IWB. 

What do we do?
Students are set on ability throughout Years 7, 8 and 9. Regular assessment tests (6 week cycle, in line with the rest of the school) mean that the students are tracked and their progress monitored effectively. We use a wide range of intervention processes to ensure that students who are identified as falling behind are helped to get back on track. 
At KS4 the majority of students study the AQA course, both Science A and Additional/Additional Applied Science, with our top performing students studying for Triple Sciences. The GCSE course starts in Year 9 with the students reset regularly after assessment point throughout the course. 
We recruit well at key stage 5 and in the sixth form within the department, we have 6 options for students to follow.  A level Physics is covered by AQA Physics B, A level Chemistry by OCR Salters Chemistry, A level Biology by OCR Biology.  We also offer Edexcel Level 3 BTEC Applied Science. AS Maths is a compulsory course for all Physics and Chemistry students and is completed over 2 years. We also run vocational courses at Key stage 5 in both Health and Social care and Child development. A level Psychology is also offered and remains a popular course with students.
The Learning Area regularly enters students for local science activities and national competitions and staff and students attend regular lectures at Cambridge University. The department is a leading member of the Chemistry Network.
