	PURPOSE OF POST:
	All teachers both in their role as subject specialist and Form Tutor will contribute to the curriculum and pastoral teams in achieving the school’s aims and objectives.  As a professional within a Church of England Dual Specialist School in Visual Arts and Sports with Science, you will be expected to enhance the life of the school by actively delivering and developing high quality teaching and learning, contributing to the work of the teams of teaching and Associate Staff, being reflective in your own practice and effectiveness, and sharing with, and learning from the work of others, and constantly seeking ways to improve through innovation and research.
You are expected to conform with, and contribute to, the systems and structures of the school to ensure good order and the health and safety of students.  A rigorous system of performance management operates throughout the school and all colleagues are encouraged to further their own skills through continuous professional development.


Responsibilities and Duties

The post holder is expected to undertake the professional duties of a school teacher within the conditions operative at the time of issue of this Job Description together with the more specific duties/responsibilities which are listed below.  These should not include or imply any voluntary activities.

Amendment of Job Description

The particular duties/responsibilities listed overleaf may be reviewed from time to time at the request of the Principal or post holder as circumstances make necessary.  They may be amended only after reasonable consultation and the approval of the Governing Body.  In the exceptional situation of mutual agreement not being achieved, the individual teacher or Principal will have access to an ad hoc Appeal Body established by the joint consultative Panel for the purpose.

The following outline is not intended as a list of tasks, but gives an overall range of duties and managerial responsibilities which reflects the position.

	1.  To support the aims and ethos of the school by adherence to its policies and     

     practices.

2.  To contribute to the learning culture within the subject area by identifying, sharing  

     and deploying good and effective practice.
i) To take part in CPD and ensure that current practise remains cutting edge. 
3.  To contribute to the pastoral care of students and support their spiritual, social and  

     moral development.

4.  To comply with the teaching and learning approaches adopted in the  subject / 

     guidance area as directed by the appropriate leader.

5.  To adhere to the data / record keeping systems and reporting timelines throughout the
     school and use  appropriate data to inform target setting for individual students.

6.  To make effective use of planning, preparation and assessment time (PPA) to plan 

     lessons thoroughly in advance, and to record both outcomes, compare and review 

     the performance of students with colleagues as appropriate.

7.  To be responsible for the management of your classroom and to provide a 
     stimulating learning environment to increase the learning potential of students.
8.  To incorporate the use of ICT to enhance the delivery of the curriculum.

9.  Plan all lessons, differentiating work and materials to meet the educational needs of 

     the students’ different abilities.  This includes due recognition to provide challenge to 

     all students including those on the Gifted and Talented Register.

10. Use the principles of Assessment for Learning in the development of personalised 

      approaches to learning as determined the School Improvement Plan.

11. Ensure work is marked, assessed and recorded appropriately.

12. Ensure that the development of literacy, numeracy, citizenship, and enterprise is 

      established in lesson planning and delivery.

13. Attend Parent’s Evenings, produce accurate reports on all students in the reviewing 

      reporting to parents processes, meeting deadlines and setting appropriate targets.

14. Provide the curriculum team leader with evidence of planning and assessment of
      student work as appropriate.

15. Support the effective use of Teaching Assistants assigned to work in your lessons.
16. Set regular worthwhile homework tasks to complements classroom learning.

17. Undertake the duties of Form Tutor to support the guidance ethos of the school and 

      contribute pro-actively to the PSHCE curriculum.
18. To ensure that the school’s Behaviour Policy and all relevant policies is adhered to

     and that students are supported and challenged appropriately when in breach of the 

     Behaviour Policy, and rewarded when responding positively.

19. Adhere to the school’s procedures to register accurately and codify attendance and
     absence, and to complete class registers for all groups taught.

20. Monitor the attendance of students in your Tutor Group, making referrals through the 

      appropriate guidance leader.

21. Accompany your Tutor Group to the Act of Worship and to enable weekly Worship

      within Form time.  To participate as reasonably required in the worshipping life of The
    King’s as a Church School, including supervision of students, assistance and 

    preparation of appropriate acts of worship and the promotion of the contribution which
    each subject area and school activity makes to the spiritual well-being of the school.

22. Support the Target Setting and Parent’s Evening processes, checking school planners
       to  reinforce targets.  Monitor student progress and identify, encourage and reward 

      success.

23. Attendance at all meetings within the agreed school structure.

24. Make effective use of non-contact time.

25. Contribute to the development of the subject area by sharing examples of good and 

      effective practice, reporting back on beneficial professional development received.

26. Work collaboratively with colleagues within and outside your subject area to improve 

      teaching and learning throughout the school.

27. Reflect on your own practice and contribute to the school’s and department’s self 

      review / evaluation processes.

28. Know and use skills in literacy, numeracy and ICT to support their teaching and wider 

       professional activities.

29.Hold positive values and attitudes and adopt high standards of behaviour and dress n their 

       professional role.
