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The Business and Economics Department

The Business and Economics Department at Ravens Wood is well established and its teachers are experienced, knowledgeable and professional, working in dedicated, well equipped classrooms. We have been delivering A level and vocational business for many years and began to teach Economics A level in 2010. Currently we teach AQA Business Studies and Edexcel Economics at A level to large numbers of Sixth Form students with a wide range of abilities, and we have a highly effective BTEC presence in Years 9-13. Students studying Economics have been particularly successful in recent years with many achieving grades allowing them to continue the subject at top universities. Achievement is also very high in our BTEC classes and we are regularly able to reward our learners with Distinctions after rigorous internal and external verification. Central to all the departments’ successes is the student’s enjoyment of lessons and their willingness to engage with their teachers and their subject. Members of the department are also involved in enrichment activities with 6th form and younger students and hold pastoral management roles or are form tutors. 

Students are encouraged to learn to work independently as much as possible with the aid of focused teacher guidance, and our expectations for achievement and behaviour are rooted in the school’s Lady/Gentleman, Leader and Learner ethos. At A level much emphasis is placed on the importance of gaining knowledge, being able to apply it and analyse it and learning the most important skill, business judgment; our vocational students learn to lead their learning, to work effectively in teams and as individuals and to take responsibility; all our students are encouraged to be as aware as they can of current business and economics issues and events and to take a pride in everything that they do. The school is strongly target-oriented; we measure ourselves by our students’ success, and our students are consistently aware of what they should be achieving at each level.
