Dance was successfully introduced to the College from September 2008.  As a subject it lies within Performing Arts which, together with Visual Arts, forms the Curriculum Area of Creative Arts. The subjects within Creative Arts are; A level Dance, Drama, Music, Music Technology, Art, Photography, Graphics and BTEC Art and Design. Curriculum Areas in the College are structured under 6 Assistant Principals; Creative Arts lies with the Assistant Principal, Threshold Service.  
The Creative Arts team currently consists of 8 staff with technical support.  There are weekly team meetings which are an important aspect of the running of the curriculum area and ensuring the provision of a challenging and interesting working environment for our students.  
The College is looking to appoint a suitably motivated and dynamic teacher. We welcome applicants with A level Dance experience or NQTs.  A purpose built dance studio is available for the delivery of the practical elements of the course.
Much of the work consists of teaching A level Dance to both Year 12 and Year 13 students.  It also involves contribution to College Productions and to the Musical Theatre and Developing Movement Skills elements of our enrichment programme. The Team offers a wide range of activities to all students within the enrichment programme, including Dance Company, Music groups, a College Production and several performances including concerts and presentations of final pieces.
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
