Access to Learning Department
The ATL department is a significant area of the school, supporting students and staff, as it encompasses the teaching of basic and more extended skills, assisting in the education of students with learning difficulties, social, emotional and behavioural difficulties, and language difficulties. The department is also a resource for advising teachers.
 

The ATL department provides extensive in-class support for targeted students, runs reading groups on a daily basis, works with students in the areas of speech and language support and in dyslexia support groups after identification of primary need.  We also run classes in Key Skills and other homework clubs daily. The successful candidate will join a strong, motivated team of SENCO, Deputy SENCO and 4 LSAs. 

The Access to Learning Department promotes a whole school ethos of inclusion for all students regardless of their ability or need. The Teachers and LSAs work closely with departments across the school to promote this ethos.
The Student Support Team co-ordinates provision with the ATL department to ensure the inclusion of all students, and to support them through targeted group work in areas such as positive behaviour strategies, anger management, making responsible choices, raising self-esteem and transition.
