The Design and Technology (DT) Department at Rickmansworth forms part of the vibrant Art and Design Faculty. The DT Department is located in its own block. It has two large and well equipment workshops, a teaching area with interactive whiteboard and access.

DT and Food Technology are taught using a rotation system at KS3Spending half a year in each area. The students undertake a number of projects with varying degrees of challenge which enable students of all abilities to access the DT curriculum and make good progress over the three academic years. The projects involve elements of product design, resistant materials, graphic products and textiles. The students are taught how to research and evaluate existing products and use this information to design and develop products of their own. They learn about the properties of materials so that they are able to select the most appropriate ones and then learn how to safely use hand and machine tools so that they can skilfully and independently produce products to a high standard. 

Currently the DT Department at Rickmansworth School offers GCSE Product Design at KS4. The uptake for Product design is growing steadily. A focus on attracting girls to the course is a current focus which is also steadily increasing, this add diversity to class dynamics.
To raise the profile of the DT Department further the incoming candidate may wish to consider running a lunch time or after School STEM club at KS3.

With Rickmansworth Schools commitment to continued professional development for their staff, the Design and Technology position within the Art and Design Faculty presents an exciting opportunity for an ambitious DT teacher who wishes to explore and develop their own practice and the profile of the subject itself.
