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Crompton House School Department of Mathematics

Vision: Outstanding learning for outstanding futures
Information to Prospective Applicants 2018/2019
Crompton House Church of England School is an 11-18 secondary school academy and sixth form, located in the High Crompton area of Shaw and Crompton in the Metropolitan Borough of Oldham, Greater Manchester. 
In summer 2015, we were graded GOOD by Ofsted.
The Mathematics Department consists of ten specialist Mathematics teachers, who form a strong and well-motivated team. The department is keen to embrace new initiatives, share ideas and support each other.  Standards achieved in Mathematics continue to rise and are considerably higher than the national average at each Key Stage. Last year we achieved 81% 4+ and 66% 5+ at GCSE. A-Level Mathematics and Further Mathematics is a popular option with very healthy numbers and good results. We are determined that every pupil achieves their full potential through a rigorous programme of study, support and challenge.
Classrooms are situated together with the Curriculum Team office with space for staff to work. All rooms are fitted with digital projectors and SMART boards.  Mathematics is taught to setted groups, in two separate bands. These are regularly reviewed and adjusted from year 7 to year 11.
Key Stage 3
We have recently adopted a mastery approach at KS3 .The aim is for students to master key skills and demonstrate a deep understanding, enabling them to link topics together. At all stages students will be exposed to fluency, reasoning and problem solving enabling them to make progress over time. Students have six hours of maths over a two week period; one of their lessons is devoted to developing problem solving skills. In these lessons the focus is on mathematical investigation and we aim to have lots of fun. Work is differentiated to provide support and challenge as appropriate. Regular assessments occur throughout the year and students are encouraged to review their progress through PLCs. We are currently developing our homework provision through Doddle.
Key Stage 4

We begin teaching the Edexcel GCSE at the beginning of year 9 to ensure our students have a deeper understanding of the curriculum and are fluent in Mathematics in preparation for their end of Year 11 linear examination. We enter students at both the Higher and Foundation Tier of entry. We offer an additional maths qualification to extend the higher achieving students in preparation for their A-Level study. Edexcel awards are run throughout the year groups to ensure all of our students are stretched, challenged and supported.

Key Stage 5

Mathematics is a popular choice post-16 and students follow the Edexcel A-Level specification. We have started the new AS and A level specifications in September with Y12. This will mean all students study Core, Statistics and Mechanics. Further Mathematics is growing in popularity and, though there is some element of choice in this specification, the plan is to offer Core, Statistics and Decision Maths to our students.
The department has enjoyed a high (and ever-growing) profile in the school and offers many opportunities for extra-curricular activities.  Students are entered at each level in the UKMT Challenge and attend other competitions, quizzes and lectures.  
As a team we are continually striving to move forward in all areas of Mathematics and Mathematics education.  We have strong links with Manchester University and Manchester Metropolitan University, regularly working with initial trainee, PGCE and NQT students.  As a department we take time to work collaboratively, planning some joint lessons and sharing good practice through observation of each other’s lessons. 
The Mathematics Department has been highly praised in Ofsted inspections and this is a good opportunity for an enthusiastic, well qualified person to play a leading part of a very successful department in a successful 11-18 school.
