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Francis Crick, the Nobel Prizewinner,  
was a pupil in the 1930s, and later paid  
tribute to his education here: “My whole 
scientific career was grounded in the 
excellent science teaching I had at Mill 
Hill.” The Faculty now comprises Biology, 
Chemistry, Physics and Psychology, all 
taught by subject specialists who place  
an equal importance on conceptual  
and practical learning. 

Maths is Mill Hill’s most widely studied 
subject at GCSE and A Level. Expert 
teachers help students develop the logic 
and problem-solving skills at the heart  
of modern mathematical learning.

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All pupils follow a Computing and 
Digital Literacy course when they join 
Mill Hill, in order to develop their logical 
and analytical skills, as well as to learn 
programming languages.
