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Visual and Performing Arts (Art, Photography, Dance, Drama, Music)

Priory has a strong commitment to the Arts which developed over many years and have a very strong presence in the school and local community. There are also a number of VPA cross-curricular trips that are popular with both staff and students.
We have previously been awarded specialist status for Performing Arts (Dance, Drama, Music)  - standards set at this time have been retained and student participation is high across all areas.  All students have one lesson a week in each subject area at KS3 and option numbers are healthy. The Arts subjects are taken seriously by our students who work hard to meet the high standards they are set and exam results are extremely good.
Annually, we offer Year 9 Drama students the opportunity to be involved in the Shakespeare Schools Festival. Community links are varied and innovative and include performances at the local primary schools.  Staff in all the arts subjects work with enthusiasm and commitment and provide an extra curricular programme which is extensive, varied and well supported. This is demonstrated by the vast numbers of students involved in our annual school musical.  The area is also well supported by the Senior Leadership Team. 
Facilities are good and include specialist rooms and studios for Drama, Dance, Music Art and Photography. All subjects are taught by specialists and led by a Subject Leader who takes responsibility for curriculum development and performance management of their subject team.  The area is coordinated by the Arts Curriculum Leader, a Deputy Head Teacher and a House Assistant who deals with pastoral issues.
