SECTION:  CHILDHOOD STUDIES, HEALTH AND TECHNOLOGY
The College’s Childhood Studies, Health and Technology Section is a vibrant and high performing section with results exceeding national benchmarks in terms of success rates. This has been achieved through a clear focus on student achievement by all staff in the area.
The Section offers a wide range of courses including: A Level in Food, Level 2 and 3 courses in Early Years, Health and Social Care, Hairdressing and Barbering, Hospitality and Catering.  Level 1 courses and traineeships are also offered by the Section and some students study the Level 4/5 HNC/D Diploma in Advanced Practice in Early Years following their Level 3 course. 

The majority of courses offer significant placement experience for students as part of their programmes and as a result have strong links with employers and partner schools. This ensures students develop strong employability skills and many progress into employment as a result of this at the end of their course. Additionally, a high number of students choose university to study early years teaching, nursing, social work and other health related degrees. The section is supported by a placement organiser and placement visitor however, all the team are involved in visiting at certain times of the year.

The CSH&T Section is a strong department which focuses on continued improvement.  In the last full inspection, the Section was graded Outstanding by Ofsted. This quality of provision has been maintained. The Section are continually developing their curriculum to ensure the current offer meets the needs of our students as well as ensuring the courses deliver what students need for successful progression whether HE or employment. 
The Section is well resourced with a suite of teaching rooms for classroom based subjects including a specialist childcare practical room, a professional hairdressing salon and a professional catering kitchen. It has access to significant IT facilities to support learning. 
The Section has taken part in a number of fund raising activities including Children in Need. The staff also organise a significant number of trips and using visiting speakers to enhance students learning.  Staff are student centred and always willing to offer additional opportunities to students outside of the classroom.
