Smithy Street Primary school is an inner-city school with around 450 pupils.  We are a 2 form entry school, with a single form Nursery.


We are situated in Stepney Green, Tower Hamlets, which has the lowest living income in London, and around 25% of our children have Free School Meals, but many families are on receipt of the Working family tax credit. Around 40% of our children are eligible for the Pupil Premium.





Almost 100% of our children have English as an additional language, and come from ethnic minority backgrounds. 91% of children are from the Bangladeshi heritage, the majority of these are 2nd generation immigrants. Around 5% of our children are of Somali heritage.





Despite low levels of attainment at the start of the Foundation Stage, children make excellent progress. By the time they leave Smithy Street in Year 6, many have achieved above average standards in English and Mathematics.





Smithy Street is a welcoming school and aims to create an inclusive, child-friendly, stimulating and attractive learning environment, giving all children opportunities to experience a broad and balanced curriculum. 





Our most recent OFSTED, carried out in March 2009, rated our school and the Foundation Stage ‘outstanding’ .
