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Personal growth

The Student Life Organisation 
(SLO) is a distinctive and 
integral part of school life 
at Ashwicke Hall School 
and provides students the 
opportunity to develop the 
important life skills that 
universities and future 
employers look for. 

SLO is the students’ society and 
mirrors the school management; 
the organisational structure is 
much like that of a company, with 
prefects who are selected, not 
elected, for positions for which they 
have applied.  

These prefects can be responsible 
for a task, project or an entire team 
and work in departments such as 
Activities, Academic, Outreach, 
Management, Sports and Health, 
and Discipline.

SLO also provides the structure and 
platform for many extra-curricular 
activities and clubs including sports, 
music, art and crafts, photography, 
drama, computing, electronics, and 
language clubs.

The School is a recognised centre 
for the Duke of Edinburgh Awards 
which offer students challenging 
activities for their personal 
development.
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Location

The school’s campus is ideally 
located at the southern end of 
the Cotswold Hills with easy 
access to the World Heritage 
City of Bath and surrounding 
countryside.  Our students are 
able to participate in adventurous 
activities that aim to challenge 
and inspire young minds, whilst 
having fun.

Ashwicke Hall School
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Boarding 

Students may be day 
students or boarders with 
the option of full, weekly 
and flexi boarding. 

All our boarders live on campus 
in boarding houses supervised 
by houseparents.  Students reside 
on separate and secure floors in 
either the Grade ll-listed main 
building or the purpose-built 
residential block. 

Each room in the boarding house 
has four beds, whereas the 
dormitories in the main building 
have between three and five beds 
to a room. Each student has a 
bed, desk, chair and lockable 
wardrobe.  

Bed linen is changed once a 
week, and there is a timetable for 
personal laundry. 

Students share rooms based on 
age, year group and academic 
performance, as often roommates 

in a boarding room can make an 
ideal study group.

Each bedroom has an en-suite 
bathroom with a toilet, one 
shower and two washbasins. 
There are also electric sockets for 
stereos and other devices in all 
rooms. 

Common Rooms

Each dormitory has a common 
room with an LCD television, 
a DVD player and recreational 
facilities such as a pool table, 
with two soccer tables in the 
cafeteria. The televisions all have 
access to satellite channels which 
are controlled centrally to ensure 
appropriateness.

Each dormitory has 2 PCs with 
filtered Internet access as well as 
two telephone extensions which 
parents can call at an arranged 
time to speak to their child. 
Mobile phones are allowed with 
time restriction on use.
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Sports 
Facilities

Sports facilities on campus 
include an indoor heated 
swimming pool with changing 
rooms and a small gymnasium. 
The 25-metre pool opens onto 
an outdoor space which is used 
in the summer months.

A large sports hall with squash 
courts is used for a variety of 
sports including basketball and  
indoor football.

Other facilities include outdoor 
tennis courts and a sports field.
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Application 
Process

	 interview (if the applicant has
	 not already visited the school).
