KS3 French and Spanish

When students arrive in Year 7, they are placed into either French or Spanish. They follow our KS3 curriculum until the end of Year 8. Students are taught Languages for two hours a week and are taught in mixed ability classes. 

KS4 French and Spanish
Pupils start their KS4 course in Year 9 and have 3 hours a week. 

There are currently 2 Year 9 French classes, 2 Year 10 French classes and 3 Year 11 classes.

There are currently 2 Year 9 Spanish classes, 1 Year 10 class and 2 Year 11 classes.

We follow the AQA specification and have access to Kerboodle. We also use many resources that have been developed by the department.

KS5 French and Spanish

French and Spanish are also offered at KS5. The course is delivered by 2 teachers with 5 hours per week teaching time. We follow the AQA specification and we currently offer AS external examination in Year 12 leading onto A level in Year 13.
