The Mathematics subject area currently consists of the equivalent of 7 full-time teaching staff. 

From 2018/19 the department will offer:
· A-Level Mathematics

· A-Level Further Mathematics

· A-Level Statistics
· GCSE Mathematics (one year resit programme)
· Core Maths (from September)

Currently there are approximately 730 students taking A-Level with around 40 students also studying Further Mathematics.  The department is actively involved in promoting Further Mathematics and hosts the UK Senior Maths Team Challenge.   It also runs support classes including preparation for STEP.  Students can also opt into an Engineering enrichment which is delivered through the Maths Team, working closely with universities and local businesses.  The College has championed an active learning environment and student centred approach to teaching and wishes to further develop the curriculum area’s use of assessment for learning and differentiation. 
The Mathematics department is well resourced, with a wide range of textbooks and equipment.  A-level students are required to purchase a specific graphical calculator, which is used extensively in lessons by all staff. We are always looking to expand our expertise with new resources as well as new ideas and styles.   
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
