
Mathematics Faculty Information

The mathematics faculty is currently made up of 9 full time members of staff and one part time teacher. The Head of Faculty is supported by three seconds with responsibility for Key Stage 3, Key Stage 4 and Numeracy across the curriculum.  All staff currently have their own dedicated teaching room equipped with an interactive whiteboard and have been provided with a surface pro for planning.  The faculty also has 30 IPADs for use in lessons to further enhance teaching and learning. ICT is used quite extensively.
Teachers and staff within the faculty are a highly dedicated and enthusiastic team of subject specialists. They are committed to continually improving their own practice in the classroom and work together effectively via an ‘open-door’ policy to develop teaching and learning across the faculty. They have developed a wide range of resources and teaching strategies in order to enhance learning.

In 2017, 61% of students achieved 9-4 grades at GCSE with 12% getting 9-7 grades.   Improvement in outcomes, particularly for disadvantaged students, remains a key priority. 
In September 2017 we introduced the ‘Mathematics Mastery’ programme of study from year 7, which is an innovative and exciting scheme of work designed to develop a depth of understanding and transferable skills.
