The Biology Department is one of the most forward thinking within the School and is very well resourced and successful. Uptake at A Level makes Biology one of the most popular choices amongst students. Results are excellent through all year groups and a large number of our students go on to choose biology based courses at University.

You would be joining us at an exciting time with the School continuing to record top GCSE and A Level results. As a School, our A2 results regularly return an ALPS rating of 3, A Level Biology continues to see 100% pass rates annually and in 2016 67% of students achieved A* to C grades. GCSE Biology had a 100% pass rate with 98.5% achieving A* to B grades and 62% achieving A* and A grades. Over the whole school at GCSE our students achieve highly; with 80.1% gaining A* to C grades and 71.5% of students achieving 5 or more A* to C including English and Maths.

We are a leading Department in our commitment to continuing professional development and in our approach to learning and teaching. CHEMISTRY DEPARTMENT

Rickmansworth School is a mixed partially selective comprehensive school of over 1200 students where Chemistry is an extremely popular option at both GCSE and A level. The Chemistry Department conducts itself by modelling excellence in teaching and learning with a clear strategic vision, which has been based on self-evaluation and extensive Department planning. This is reflected in our results. Year-on-year we achieve a 100% pass rate for A Level Chemistry, with over 67% of our students achieving an A*-B grade. GCSE results also show a similar trend with our students consistently achieving above National Average. At GCSE our students achieve highly, with 87% of students achieved 5 or more A* to C including English and Maths. GCSE Additional Science had 82% of its students achieve A* to C, and GCSE Chemistry had 99%. Uptake at A level remains very high each year with a large proportion of students going on to read Chemistry or Chemistry related degrees and Medicine at university; of these quite a few may apply to Oxbridge.

The Department consists of four full time Chemistry specialists and we have excellent technical support from a full-time Chemistry technician. 

The Science Department has a real vibrancy about it with incredibly positive and conscientious staff. We are a leading department in our commitment to continuing professional development and in our approach to modelling excellence in teaching and learning. 

Physics Department

The Physics Department is one of the most exciting within the school and is very successful. Uptake at A Level makes Physics one of the most popular choices amongst students. Results are excellent through all year groups and a large number of our students go on to choose a Physics or Engineering-based degree at university.

As a school 55% of our A2 students achieved A* to B grades, with A Level Physics achieving 63% A* to B grades. At GCSE our students achieve highly, with 87% of students achieved 5 or more A* to C including English and Maths. GCSE Additional Science had 82% of its students achieve A* to C, and GCSE Physics had 99%.
