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The successful candidate will be committed to and enthusiastic about the subject and be dedicated to academic rigour in the classroom. He or she must be strong in both the human and physical elements of the course up to and including A Level.

He or she should be a passionate teacher who is willing and able to convey their enthusiasm to pupils and willing to undergo further professional development to broaden their skills.  

Geography is taught by five full-time graduate teachers and one part-time teacher.  One member of the department has an additional responsibility for pastoral care within the school.
The department is housed within one building and has five dedicated rooms, all of which are equipped with interactive whiteboards.  The departmental office has individual working spaces and PC’s for all the staff. The department is well resourced in terms of text books, equipment and teaching resources, and has access to computer rooms and a mobile set of class iPads.
All year groups are taught in mixed ability classes. Pupils have three hours of Geography per two week cycle prior to GCSE, after which Geography is a popular option subject. The department currently follows the new Edexcel A GCSE syllabus and at A-Level, the department also follows the Edexcel syllabus.  Each year, the department prepares candidates for entrance to the most competitive universities.  The successful candidate must be committed to the development and sharing of resources for new specifications
The department enthusiastically supports the Geographical Association World Wide Quiz, and regularly attends their Sixth Form lectures at Manchester University as well as selected Royal Geographical Society lectures.  The department is a member of both the Geographical Association and the Royal Geographical Society. There are opportunities available to develop the extra-curricular provision for Lower School and Middle School students. 

The department is committed to field work across all age ranges and would like any prospective candidate to be involved with the future development of field work. Lower School students currently spend a day in the Peak District, whilst GCSE students have recently spent time in North Wales and Edale.  At A-Level, students have attended a residential trip to the Lake District and been on day trips around Manchester, the Peak District and Snowdonia.  The department also runs regular overseas trips; recent destinations include Iceland and Spain. A tour of The Azores is planned for 2018.

This is a busy and committed department.  Members of the department have responsibility outside the department, including sports and pastoral roles.  The department also runs support sessions for Sixth Form and GCSE students, and is developing a Sixth Form led mentoring programme for GCSE and Lower School students.  All members of the department are encouraged to attend relevant courses and conferences to help them continue to develop their professional skills and expertise.
