ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

The English Department, consisting of eight teachers, is an active and successful one.  We work together as a committed, positive and professional team.  We are seeking to appoint a candidate who would appreciate the opportunity of working in a supportive department, with a record of success in developing the skills of staff.  The person appointed will have the opportunity to teach throughout the school and, therefore, we seek ability to teach ‘A’ Level. 
In Years 7 – 11 all pupils are set according to attainment data.  At GCSE every pupil takes exams in English and English Literature.  
In the Sixth Form, English is a popular ‘A’ Level option with both boys and girls.  Students take AQA English Language and Literature (Combined) and AQA Literature in mixed ability groups.

Our pupils work hard at Key Stage 3, GCSE and ‘A’ Level and our examination results are well above national averages: 86% 9-4 at GCSE Literature and 88% Language. 92% of students achieved at least 1 English GCSE.  Over half the students taking A Level courses last year achieved A* or B grades, over 80% achieved A* -C grades and we had 100% pass rate.  We place great emphasis on providing our pupils with a solid grounding in the related skills of reading, writing, speaking and listening.  We encourage and promote imaginative content and grammatical accuracy in writing.
Our facilities are very good – a newly refurbished English suite of classrooms (each with an inter-active whiteboard) and a Faculty Office give us a strong identity and a chance to meet for informal support.  
Davenant pupils enjoy debating and public speaking and we enter teams for external contests.  In addition, we run frequent theatre trips to productions in the West End and local theatres.  Pupils, staff and parents attend a wide range of shows.
