The English Department is a highly successful and creative team, consisting of well-qualified, dedicated and enthusiastic English specialists, including a Subject Leader, Second in Department, two Thirds in Department and eight other full time teachers. The department comprises an office, ten modern teaching rooms (three on the College site), a stockroom and book cupboard. The School also has a fully equipped drama studio which is available to the department for some lessons, as well as extra curricular activities. All colleagues are invited to contribute to formulating the policies and decisions which shape the department’s work and a collegiate approach is adopted, with responsibilities shared. 
The department teaches in broadly setted groups throughout KS3 and 4. KS2 and KS3 data is an important factor in the decisions made on groupings, which are reviewed regularly. Students have 4 x hour long lessons in KS3 and nine per fortnight at KS4. There are detailed on-line Schemes of Learning for all aspects of the Years 7-13 courses.
All our GCSE students study for both English Language and English Literature and our results are often some of the best in Shropshire. Usually between 70 - 75% of the students gain Grade 4 or better in English and slightly more in English Literature. In 2017, 73% gained a grade 4 or better.
A-Level courses are very popular and we offer three different options: English Language, English Literature and English Combined. Again, the results for these are excellent, with almost 100% of the students passing in all three courses.

The department is well resourced with a good range of print and electronic texts for all ages and abilities. ICT, video and audio resources are used extensively and effectively and all KS3 Schemes of Learning, as well as much of KS4 & 5, are shared and stored electronically.

The whole department get involved in a wide range of extra-curricular activities including school productions, Shakespeare workshops, theatre visits, including residentials to London, Stratford, Barcelona and student conferences.

The department is looking for an enthusiastic, well-qualified, highly motivated candidate who can teach to all ages and abilities within KS3 and 4 – in the first instance - and who will become a valued member of a highly successful, professional team; you will receive all possible support and assistance from all of us at all times.
