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The Humanities Faculty at Bishop Challoner Catholic Federation of Schools
The Humanities Faculty at Bishop Challoner are a vibrant, diverse and successful team, who are committed to excellence and outstanding practice. The faculty comprises of 6 subject teams: History, Geography, Sociology, Government and Politics, Health and Social Care and Psychology, all of whom work closely and collaboratively together.  
The Faculty
The Humanities Faculty consists of 9 classrooms, which includes 3 specialist Sixth Form teaching rooms. The faculty has 13 teachers who are all specialists in their individual subject disciplines. All of these teachers deliver lessons across at least two key stages, and engage in wider educational research including the ‘Challenge the Gap’ initiative, and SEN specialist qualifications. 
The Humanities Faculty Pathway

As of 2017-18, KS3 History and Geography will be taught to all pupils for two 50 minute periods per week for each subject.

As of 2017-18, all pupils will be taking either History or Geography at GCSE level from Year 9 to Year 11. This will be taught across three 50 minute lessons per week. GCSE Sociology is also being introduced for the first time in 2017-18.

At KS5, pupils taking Humanities subjects have six 50 minute lessons per week for each subject.
Extra-Curricular activities
· Clubs such as Eco Club and History Film Club
· Visits to museums, galleries and field trips. These have included visits to Parliament, to Berlin and to coastal areas.
· Guest speakers taking part in regular lectures on Humanities subjects.
