Teacher of Geography

We are seeking an enthusiastic and lively teacher who will be able to generate interest and motivation amongst our students.   The successful candidate should not only be academically well qualified but should also be able to demonstrate first rate classroom management skills and be competent with ICT.

The Humanities Faculty is located in purpose-built accommodation opened in 2004.   These rooms have teacher PCs, DVD facilities and ceiling mounted projectors.  

The successful candidate will have the opportunity to teach Geography at KS3 and at KS4.  Sixth Form teaching is shared with Didcot Girls’ School and will depend on your experience and expertise.   
This post will appeal to committed and enthusiastic teachers who relish the opportunity to make a major contribution to the Humanities Faculty throughout the school.   Applicants should also indicate other subjects they are able and willing to teach.

All full time members of the teaching staff are involved in the pastoral work of the school and the successful applicant may have the opportunity to be a Tutor and deliver the PSHEE programme to their tutor group.   All colleagues are involved in extra curricular activities, and applicants are requested to indicate what they are able to offer in this respect.

GCSE Geography is a very popular option.  Mixed groups are taught at 16-19 as the Didcot Sixth Form draws from both Didcot schools.  Geography is also popular AS and A2 option. 

The AQA B syllabus is followed at GCSE and the AQA syllabus at AS/A2.   Key Stage 3 work schemes have been revised recently in line with the new National Curriculum.  The Geography Department has an excellent team spirit and works cohesively together to write and provide the curriculum.   Enquiry learning and Assessment for Learning are important to the philosophy of the department and integral to the schemes of work  

Fieldwork is considered an important aspect of students' geographical experience.  Both GCSE and A level work require candidates to complete coursework projects.  AS students therefore attend a residential course in Snowdonia, while all GCSE students attend a one day non-residential course based on a pre released exam paper.  In Key Stage 3, we incorporate outdoor learning by using both site based investigations and day visits.

The successful applicant must have a dedication to inspirational teaching, have experience of teaching across all key stages, excellent subject knowledge - an experience of teaching other Humanities subject would be a bonus.
