	FACILITIES


The school is proud of its outdoor facilities. These include 4 football pitches, 2 rugby pitches, an artificial cricket strip, a 6-lane athletics track, an Astroturf, a cross-country course, an orienteering course, 5 netball courts, 1 grass hockey pitch, 7 tennis courts and 3 rounders pitches. 	KEY STAGE 3


All students have 4 hours of core PE over the two-week timetable.  The students follow the new Physical Education National Curriculum (2014); which includes a wide variety of activities.  The curriculum is taught in single sex groups.  PE is taught in mixed ability groups throughout the key stage.
	KEY STAGE 4


All students have 3 hours of core PE over the two-week timetable. The students experience the following areas of the National Curriculum PE; games, athletics, dance (girls only), gymnastics and outdoor and adventurous activities. The curriculum is taught in single sex groups. The students choose from a variety of options and are taught in mixed ability groups.  GCSE PE is also offered, following the AQA Examining Board syllabus.

	KEY STAGE 5


Students are offered the opportunity to study AS and A2 Level PE. This is currently being run as part of the Sixth Form collaborative at Sherburn High School.
	EXTRA CURRICULAR


The Faculty provides an extensive extra-curricular programme for the students. There are inter school games in the following activities; boys’ football, boys’ rugby union, boys’ cross-country, boys’ basketball, boys’ cricket, boys’ tennis, boys’ athletics, girls’ hockey, girls’ netball, girls’ football, girls’ cross-country, girls’ tennis, girls’ rounders, girls’ athletics.   There is also a girls’ gymnastics and dance club on a lunchtime.  There is an inter-house programme, sports festivals, activity visits and sports visits. Enthusiasm in this area and an ability to take on such initiative will be essential.
