The Faculty consists of eleven full-time teachers and 3 part-time teachers.  There are nine full-sized Mathematics rooms; ‘A’ level groups often being taught in a smaller seminar room.

	KEY STAGE 3


In Years 7-9, students are taught in sets following a differentiated Scheme of Learning as they progress through the Key Stage, based on the National Curriculum for Mathematics. All students are regularly assessed using a variety of methods to monitor their progress.

	KEY STAGE 4


In Year 10 &11, students are taught in sets following a differentiated Scheme of Learning as they progress through the Key Stage, based on the appropriate GCSE specifications for Mathematics. All students are regularly assessed using a variety of methods to monitor their progress.

	KEY STAGE 5


The Faculty offers Level 3 Core Mathematics, AS/A2 Mathematics and AS/A2 Further Mathematics to Advanced level.  Key Stage 5 is well resourced.  Pearson texts are used as a main resource to support the teaching of all AS and A2 modules.  Students can study Pure, Mechanics, Statistics and Decision Mathematics.

Results at all Key Stages are above the national averages.
