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Geography Department

As with all departments at Thomas Alleyne’s, the geography department is committed to achieving and maintaining the highest standards, both in teaching by the staff and in learning by the pupils. The department sees itself as a team with common aims and goals, sharing responsibilities, experience and expertise.

At present there is Head of Geography and a Teacher of Geography in the department who teach to all abilities. The main geography accommodation consists of two well-equipped rooms. Within the geography suite there is a cluster of computers linked to the school network and Internet. 

The department achieves has a track record of good examination results, especially at GCSE. The success of geography is largely due to enthusiastic teaching and the pupils’ high expectations both of themselves and the staff.

Geography in Year 9 is taught in three 60-minute lessons to classes that are broadly setted. The current Year 9 scheme of work has been devised through close liaison with our three middle schools. In the GCSE options, geography is taught to four classes which are mixed ability. At A Level, the subject is very popular, with two groups in Year 12 and one in Year 13. The examination board is AQA for both GCSE and A Level. The successful candidate will be expected to teach up to A level geography in both human and physical areas.
Teaching in all years involves fieldwork at local, national and international levels. Students have recently had the opportunity to visit locations such as Stoke on Trent, London, Italy and Iceland.
