Purpose of Job

To assist in the support of children with Special Educational Needs, within the school.  To provide skilled support on a short or long term basis to children who require a higher level of expertise, in order to participate effectively in mainstream education.

Duties

· Provide appropriate support to pupils, individually and in groups, to enable them to participate in all classroom activities and learning experiences.

· To carry out programmes of observation and assessment as planned by the appropriate professionals.  Provide reports, evaluations and other information to assist in the provision of appropriate support for the child.

· Develop an understanding of the special particular needs of the child/ren concerned.

· To develop methods of promoting and reinforcing children’s self-esteem and independence within the classroom environment and where appropriate foster links between home and school.

· Assist the Class Teacher in encouraging acceptance and integration of the child/ren with special needs.

· Carry out therapy programmes under the direction of professionals, as and when required.

· To plan, prepare and deliver activities specifically designed to suit the needs of individuals/groups under the supervision of the Class Teacher.

· To track and monitor pupil progress through initial assessment and work sampling.

· To liaise with class teachers on individuals’ progress and support/assist them with IEP targets.

· To liaise with the Inclusion Manager to discuss pupil progress and next steps.

· Attend appropriate staff meetings and training days/events as required.

· Any other duties required by the Inclusion Manager or Headship Team within the scope of this post.
