Thank you for inquiring about the role of Senior Faculty Technician, here at Notre Dame Plymouth.  
We are a well-resourced and successful faculty that contains several different subjects including Art, Computer Science, Drama, Photography and PE as well as a vibrant Technology department where we specialise in Food Technology and Design, and Design Technology.

We offer GCSE courses in all of the above subjects, and currently have A Level courses running in Art, Drama and Photography.  All of the above subjects are taught at KS3, with the exception of Photography.
