The Drama department is a hard-working, committed team who ensure that our students really enjoy the subject.  Student feedback is always enormously positive and we do have some very talented students who are keen to develop their skills.

Drama is taught for an hour per week throughout Key Stage 3 to most pupils.

In Key Stage 4 Drama is offered at GCSE with the OCR examination board and is a very popular subject choice.  At A-level we offer the Edxcel course, and this again attracts a good uptake of students.  Both courses yield excellent results.

We have good Drama facilities at both of our sites.  At Lowe Hill, our lower school site, there is a versatile and fully-equipped Drama Studio with an adjoining office, which forms the department’s main base.  At Noble Street, our sixth-form centre site, we have an extra-large demountable classroom which provides performance space with good facilities when exams are not taking place.
The School has a major production each year, usually a musical, produced by the Drama, Music and English departments.  As well as this, the Drama department puts on a range of performances, linked to work undertaken for in both GCSE and A Level public examinations.
