Staff and Accommodation

The English department consists of seven full-time members of teaching staff.  The department is led by the Assistant Head Teacher - English and is supported by the Assistant Subject Leader for English with specific responsibility for KS3. Most members of staff teach across the age and ability range.  Some members of the team also hold responsibility roles outside of the department and all members take responsibility within the department beyond their classroom teaching. 

The English classrooms are based together and each room is equipped with a SMART board.  We have a shared resource area where all books and stationery are kept and this is within easy reach of the main classrooms.  We have an excellent Learning Resources Centre and everyone in the department works closely with the two librarians.  

The Key Stage 3 Curriculum

We offer a varied and stimulating curriculum which aims to allow students to develop into creative and critical thinkers with an excellent command of both the written and spoken word. We are also running the Accelerated Reading Programme in Year 7 and 8 which is proving to be very successful in raising attainment in reading.
The Key Stage 4 Curriculum

GCSE classes are currently taught in ability groups and we study the AQA syllabus at Key Stage 4. All of our students study both Language and Literature. In Key Stage 4 the texts studied are: Romeo and Juliet, An Inspector Calls, Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde and the “Power and Conflict” poetry cluster.

We are committed to offering our students an engaging and enriching curriculum both inside and outside the classroom.  We regularly have visiting authors and poets in school and students have the opportunity to go on trips to the theatre and other relevant places of interest.
