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The Drama Department

The Drama Department is staffed by two full time teachers with each member teaching the complete range of Key Stages and the full range of abilities. Drama is taught throughout the school as a discrete subject and there are strong groups choosing it both for GCSE Drama and A level Drama and Theatre Studies.  

Department Aims
Drama is a vehicle for development in a variety of areas.  While students are encouraged to develop an interest in, and skills directly related to Drama and the Theatre, they are also learning “life skills” and gaining a greater understanding of the world in which we live.
The Drama Department aims to encourage students to understand the equal importance of the process of Drama and the product. We achieve this with module based work in KS3, each one adding to the students’ skills and understanding. At GCSE students follow the AQA Syllabus where it is popular, with students gaining excellent results at Key Stage 4. Students follow the AQA syllabus at A’ level, where the department has a strong tradition of outstanding results.  Expectations in all lessons across the Key Stages are high. 

As a department we work together planning lessons and we are keen to cater for all learning styles and to encourage active citizenship. We have agreed, but flexible, schemes of work which allow for a range of teaching approaches and enthusiasms.  We have built a bank of tried and tested materials, but are constantly working together to add more and refine what already exists.

Accommodation
The departmental accommodation is comprised of two purpose built studios which are next to each other with one having a partially sprung dance floor. Both studios have full stage lighting, a range of stage blocks, sound systems, ranked seating capacity and flexibility of performance arrangement space.
The department is well resourced with text books and scripts that challenge students of all abilities and both rooms have access to a data projector. Students use a range of visual materials which help to stimulate interest and enquiry. Contained in the main studio there are also large, well stocked costume and props cupboards.
Extra Curricular Activities
There is a wide range of activities for students ranging from inclusive whole school productions, KS3 Drama Club to G&T selected activities. We run approximately 15 theatre trips per year as well as a 6th Form induction weekend to London with the Art/Textiles Department. We run projects and performances with outside agencies and we have strong links with our feeder Primary Schools.
