THE TEAM
The Modern Foreign Languages Department is a thriving department made up of 9 members of specialist staff: 6 full time teaching staff, and 3 foreign language assistants.

Staff are well supported and regular meetings include communication of good practice and sharing of effective resources and methods.

FACILITIES
The department is located in the Northside building of the school where we have 5 fully equipped language teaching rooms and 1 dedicated 6th form seminar room. Each room has ample display boards, whiteboards, PC and digital multimedia projectors and speaker system. There are also a further 4 tutorial rooms, often used by the language assistants for their tutorials. The department also benefits from a language lab computer room with internet access and 22 computers.

CURRICULUM

The following languages are taught in the department at different levels:

KS3 (Years 7-9)

Year 7 – French, 4 hours per fortnight. Students will then choose a second language to begin in Year 8

Year 8-9 – French and Spanish or German – 3/4 hours per fortnight per language

KS4 (Years 10-11) – Pearson EDEXCEL iGCSE

Students choose from the study of either 1 or 2 languages – 5 hours per fortnight per subject. Teaching is done by one teacher and tutorials with the language assistant are made available for all students in small groups.

KS5 (Year 12-13) – AQA A LEVEL

Students can choose to study 1 or 2 languages at A Level. Teaching is split between 2 teachers (5 hours each per fortnight). Each teacher takes responsibility for a certain aspect of the course. Students will also receive a weekly one-on-one speaking tutorial with the language assistant.
Additional tutorials are provided for various purposes including revision and Oxbridge entry.

STANDARDS

The department has an excellent academic record, which the successful candidate will be expected to maintain and develop.  We have achieved consistently high results including a good record of Oxbridge entrance. 
RESPONSIBILITES 

A member of the Modern Foreign Languages Department at Wellington will:

· Be enthusiastic about the languages they are teaching and the cultures that they represent. 

· Have an excellent level of subject knowledge and be willing to attend continuing professional development courses to expand said knowledge.
· Be a team player and work as a member of the department, attending meetings and sharing resources and experiences. 
· Be able to follow departmental protocol and policies on such issues as marking and assessment, as well as following whole school policies.
