  Programme of Study
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‘Colour Theory and the Environment

A development of understanding colour theory and how it can be applied in art. This project will
explore the media of paint to produce a campaign poster on an individually selected environmental
issue, working in the style of Austrian artist Hundertwasser.

Perspective and Collage

Year7 | Alookinto more technical drawing to give images a sense of depth. Students will learn skills in
Spring | drawing in both one and two-point perspective and apply this to drawings produced during the
Spring term, collaging them together and creating a realistic still life outcome.

Drawing Skills

Designed to develop students’ skills i recording observations. Students will explore the theme of
Summer | stlllife through the work of artist Tom Wesselmann, using a variety of drawing techniques.

Students will develop and refine drawing skills learnt in year 7 before developing a sculptural

North American Totem Poles
Year8 | Aimed to develop understanding of North American culture, students will research the meanings and
Spring | symbolism behind the animals and colours used and will record various examples of totem designs
using a range of media.
Portraiture

Year8 | Aimed to develop a more critical view of art work. Students will explore both formal and expressive
Summer | portraiture, looking at the work of artists such as Luke Dixon, Chuck Close and Franz Xaver
Messerschmidt.

Insects.

Students will continue to refine their drawing skills to GCSE standard, where they will explore
drawing styles to improve their visual language. Using insects as the theme, students will begin to
understand how to critically respond to the work of others, with artist Eugene Seguy being a primary
focus

Places
Year9 | Aprint-based project that focuses on the work of the Boyle Family, who recreate random areas from
Spring | around the world with highly detailed painted casts. Students will explore places of their choice and
consider ways to recreate them using a variety of practical exercises.
Photography

Year9 | Aimed to develop their recording skills using technology, this project will enable students to
Summer | confidently work their way around a camera and take skilful photographs whilst working towards a
more open brief.
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‘Confectionery and Pop Art

Year10 | Alook into the world of Pop Art using confectionery for subject matter. Students will be introduced

Autumn/ | to the expectations of the Art GCSE in this unit and will work in a wide variety of media, analysing the
Spring | work of others and developing ideas to produce both a painted outcome, as well as a digital

outcome using Photoshop.

Printmaking — Natural & Mechanical Forms

Students will explore the media of print through this project, with opportunities to work with lino,

etching and collagraphy. Students will begin to develop independence throughout this project in

preparation for the mock exam.

Internally Set Exam — Natural & Mechanical Forms

Students are to independently develop their print project by selecting from a range of relevant

artists. At this stage, students are encouraged to pursue individual interests within a structured

programme of teaching, ensuring that exam requirements are met and quality evidence is produced

in the work journal. Students will then produce their final piece in exam conditions.

Externally Set Exam

Exam board to set externally set project, this makes up 40% of their final grade. Si

‘exam, students will select and explore their chosen theme. Student will research artists, make

recordings in a variety of media and will develop purposeful and meaningful ideas before realising

their intentions in the 10 hour practical exam.
