The Social Sciences Faculty is by far the most popular area of study at KS5 with the majority of the sixth form student body studying at least one Social Science subject.  This popularity is a result of outstanding teaching and personalised learning and support for all students.

The Social Sciences faculty includes the following subjects: Psychology, Sociology, Law and Health and Social Care, and it has been the highest performing faculty at KS5 for the last four years.

Results are consistently very good, with Law results regularly in the top 25% performance nationally.

The faculty Leader for Social Sciences leads a strong and passionate group of five full-time and one part-time teacher.  Another member of the faculty is an SLE and Director of Sixth Form for Learning and Teaching.  Staff in the faculty have been involved in producing textbooks and support books in their subject areas, and have a range of experience in marking and moderating examinations.

The Social Science faculty is located in its own block of classrooms which are fully air-conditioned, have digital projectors and access to Wi-Fi for students and staff.
