THE SCHOOL

Bishop Heber High School (the ‘Heber’) has almost 1,300 students, including over 250 in the Sixth Form, and serves three villages and surrounding hamlets in this beautiful area of south-west Cheshire.  The School is located a 20 minute car journey from Nantwich, Wrexham and Chester.  It has easy access to the Wirral as well as North Shropshire.  The School enjoys an excellent reputation in the locality and a large number of families choose Bishop Heber from outside the catchment area.  In fact, there are over 450 students on roll who come from other parts of Cheshire, Shropshire and North Wales.  In 2015 the School underwent a £5 million redevelopment of the site and there are strong community links through the School’s Library and sports facilities, including a brand new Community Fitness Suite, Astroturf pitch and resurfaced Netball courts. 

We are a Foundation School and formerly an International Specialist Languages College which underpins an exciting international dimension both in the School and through its curriculum.  We have also been awarded the full International School Award. 

In the Main Findings of the recent Report, Ofsted stated that Heber… ‘is an outstanding school, with an outstanding sixth form…   Students achieve exceptionally well in their academic studies and benefit from an excellent curriculum and from outstanding care, guidance and support in everything they do’.

We are looking for energetic, and well-qualified Teacher of Design and Technology, able to teach Food and Nutrition, wishing to join a Subject Area that is fully committed to providing a modern inclusive environment and promoting an innovative and creative approach to design in the real world.  The post has become available due to one of our colleagues resigning to spend more time with their young family.  The Subject Area is a lively and friendly place to work; relationships are excellent, both amongst staff and students alike.  All staff are encouraged to develop and share good teaching and learning materials and practices across the Subject Area.  This collaborative approach supports and celebrates new initiatives, ensuring all students have the opportunity to experience all aspects of Design and Technology. The team are committed to improvement and adapting the curriculum in light of recent changes. This is a fantastic opportunity to join a team at a time of change. 
We envisage that you will be able to:
· Teach Design and Technology (Food and Nutrition) across the full age and ability range from KS3 to A-level.

· Teach Design and Technology through a variety of experiences and a range of teaching styles using assessment and feedback to meet the individual learning needs of all students.

· Demonstrate good subject knowledge with an excellent understanding of National Curriculum, GCSE and A-level requirements.

· Be a confident user of IT.
· Demonstrate good classroom management.

The Subject Area provides a broad range of courses within Design and Technology:
KS3 - Groups are mixed ability.  Every year students follow a comprehensive curriculum with each teacher taking a group for at least half of the year. This gives more continuity for the students and promotes better progress. Half of the year is spent in Food and Textiles and the other half studying Product Design, electronics and Graphics.  
GCSE - The Subject Area continues to offer GCSEs in Resistant Materials, Graphic Products, Food and Nutrition and are actively preparing for the upcoming curriculum changes.  Design and Technology Subjects at GCSE are optional but popular with 50% plus of the cohort choosing one of the focus areas at the end of Year 9.  These are delivered in five x 60-minute lessons over the 10-day (two week) cycle.

Sixth Form - Currently we offer AQA Design and Technology Product Design – 3D Design at AS and A2-level. The subject has become more popular in recent years with students choosing to extend their GCSE studies into a subject which offers the opportunity to develop innovative and creative responses to the design challenges of the modern world.  Level 3 Diploma in Food Science and Nutrition is being taught in Year 12 for the first time this year. 

The Design and Technology accommodation comprises of three well-equipped multi-media work studios, a STEM ICT room, heat treatment area, one graphics studio, two Food Technology rooms and one Textiles room.  Students enjoy Design and Technology and have shown success in the subject.
