MFL is currently taught to all pupils in Key Stage 3. In Year 7 and 8 sets 1-3 study two periods of French per week and two periods of Spanish, whereas sets 4-6 study two periods of Spanish. In Year 9 pupils in sets 1-3 study 4 periods of MFL per week (2 French, 2 Spanish). Sets 4-5 study 4 periods of Spanish and set 6 study two periods of Spanish per week.  All lessons last 50 minutes.
At Key Stage 4 languages are an options subject. Pupils are given the opportunity to study both French and Spanish should they so wish. For the GCSE course all pupils get 4 lessons per week of 50 minutes.

In line with recent instructions, the Key Stage 3 Schemes of Work have recently been reviewed and refined to ensure a relevant, stimulating and challenging experience for all students. At KS4, the department offers GCSE French and Spanish. Currently, we are following the EDEXCEL specification.
